HATBORO GUITAR TEACHER CHARGED FOR UNLAWFUL SEXUAL CONTACT WITH A FORMER TEEN STUDENT AND CREATING CHILD PORNOGRAPHY 
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NORRISTOWN, Pa.--Montgomery County District Attorney Kevin R. Steele and Hatboro Police Chief James E. Gardner announce the arrest of Joseph McGeehan, 52, of Hatboro for unlawful contact with a minor, sexual abuse of children pertaining to child pornography and concealment of a child related to a 16-year-old girl from Burlington Township, N.J.

An investigation by Hatboro Sgt. Mark Ruegg and Officer Timothy Grady, in conjunction with the Burlington Police, began in response to a missing 16-year-old female runaway who was last seen leaving her grandparents residence in Burlington Township, N.J. on Feb. 13. She was reportedly picked up in a vehicle by her former guitar teacher Joseph McGeehan. On Feb. 18, officers found the minor girl in McGeehan’s Jeep outside of his residence. The investigation revealed that he had sexual relations with the teenager, took nude photos of her, and allowed her stay at his residence despite knowing that she had run away from home.

McGeehan is charged with sexual abuse of a child (possession and manufacturing of child pornography), concealment of the whereabouts of a child, interference with custody of a child, unlawful contact with a minor and corruption of minors.

McGeehan was arraigned before Magisterial District Judge Paul Leo on Feb. 19, who set bail at $100,000 cash. The defendant posted bail on Feb. 22 and was released from the Montgomery County Correctional Facility. A preliminary hearing is scheduled for March 17 in front of Judge Leo.
